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Jesus said in Luke 21:9 “When you hear of wars and disturbances, do not be terrified; for these things must
take place first, but the end does not follow immediately.”

We are living in days where we are seeing turmoil between nations, experiencing the pandemic, earthquakes,
etc but we as children of God are not to be terrified with these things. We need to be strong in the Lord and
put absolute trust in Him alone.

There are 366 verses from the Bible for each day which helps us to cast out all fears and anxiety. All 366 verses
do not have the word “Do not fear” but helps us to be strong in a God; who is in control of every circumstance
in our life. There are verses to help you when you are afraid, when you are sick, when you are afraid of death
and promises in Bible which we can hold on to when we are faced with various trials, temptations and
uncertainties.
